P [There’s scant mention of the role and need for the Holy Spirit in the salvation process]

By virtue of her being willing to bear Jesus, she is called the Mother of God,

and by her suffering as she watched Jesus die, she is deemed the Mother of all
ﬁ Grace, and Mother of the Church.
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m ry Saints are those who have died, and the Church is certain is
6 6 6 in heaven.

Saints that they did beyond securing their own salvation can be
m applied to ‘normal’ people (like us). The ‘super-abundant’
works of these Saints, and especially Mary, can help others

spend a shorter amount of time in purgatory.
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A person can only have their sins forgiven if they confess
them to a duly-ordained priest of the Catholic Church, and
perform the assigned penance. To attain salvation, one
must participate faithfully in the 7 sacraments of the
Church, as administered by the priest.

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The Nature of Grace from a Protestant Perspective

P The Father sent the Son

P Jesus’s death satisfied God’s wrath against our sin; Jesus is the one mediator between
god and man; and the righteousness of Christ is applied to us as full payment needing no
other source of good works

P The Holy spirit convicts us of sin, gives us spiritual life (regeneration), assures us that we
are indeed children of God, and is a guarantee that we will inherit eternal life

P Together the Trinity indwells the believer, bringing peace and comfort, fellowship,
wisdom and guidance, and power over our sin nature—a life more abundant

Based on the Scriptures alone, Protestants hold that:

P All of our salvation is wrought by the life and death of
\-\ \ ‘.\ Jesus, not of our own works or any other human’s work
)/ i"‘ P When we were spiritually dead, we could nothing of
— ':' value to attain salvation; All we needed to do was
believe what Scripture teaches about our sin and Savior
P Grace is not a process of salvation—it is the inclination
of God to offer forgiveness and salvation freely to a
sinful people who were lost in a helpless, hopeless
situation

P This view of salvation brings all the glory for our
rescue to God alone, where it fittingly should be
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
